He and all his family were devout and God-fearing; he gave generously to those in need and prayed to God 

regularly. 
 

ROMANS 12:8

is leadership, let him govern diligently; if it is showing mercy, let him do it cheerfully. 
 

2 CORINTHIANS 9:5 

So I thought it necessary to urge the brothers to visit you in advance and finish the arrangements for the 

generous gift you had promised. Then it will be ready as a generous gift, not as one grudgingly given.
